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Professor Goeldner is one of the most impressive figures in tourism and hospitality research. Having 
published extensively over the decades, his works such as Tourism: Principles, Practices, Philosophies or 
Travel, Tourism, and Hospitality Research: A Handbook for Managers and Researchers are now among the 
favourite and most useful classics at many universities worldwide. As founding editor and member of the 
editorial policy board at the Journal of Travel Research as well as board member of the Travel and Tourism 
Research Association, Professor Goeldner is one of the most remarkable researchers in our discipline.  
 
Mr. Goeldner’s presentation reflects on many of the changes that have occurred in the tourism research field 
in the last 44 years. Because tourism research is part of the tourism industry an overview of what has 
happened in tourism is given. The dramatic growth of the tourism industry is the environment that tourism 
research has evolved in. The presentation will focus on research and how it has developed through 
associations, journals, conferences, books, research methodology, research centers, research firms, and 
dissertations.
